The Spire: affordable housing with mix of one-two-three
bedroom apartments; total of 113 units

Crossings Community Clinic: health clinic open Mon-Fri that
includes mental, dental, vision, and behavioral health care
through licensed physicians and volunteers

The Great Room Coffee Shop: "venue encouraging
fellowship and community in an open, inviting, and
comfortable environment. We offer hot and cold

beverages, including fresh brewed coffee, cappuccinos,
lattes, espressos, and smoothies." Members of the

church can serve by working in the coffee shop.

Fitness Center/Indoor Pool: offers indoor pool and children's
play area; includes fitness center and swims lessons during the
week.

Christian Life Center: fitness room and fitness classes, as well
as opportunities to join sports leagues

Liberal KS Family Life Center: a multipurpose recreation center
including a game room, racquetball court, gym, weightroom,
and sauna.

1) ESL Classes: The church's impact pastor helps organize ESL
classes for the community on Wednesdays in the church

2) Playland: huge indoor play place for toddlers open on the
weekends.

The Store at First Church: Thrift store in the church for the
wider community

Fitness Center/Fitness Classes: the center offers a variety

of fitness classes during the week

Hopelight Medical Clinic: affordable healthcare clinic inside the
church for the uninsured; see most primary care problems except
for pregnancies and chronic pain management

1) Beanadiction Coffee Shop: coffee shop located in the

church

2) Partnership with Grace Garden: providing affordable
housing adjacent to the church

The Macedonian Affordable Housing Complex: four-story
affordable housing unit known for its sustainable design; 36 one
and two-story bedroom apartments for families

Arts Institute: offers variety of arts classes on church

property ranging from music to art; people can also take
private lessons

Ebenezer's Coffeehouse: Coffee franchise owned and operated
by the church; all profits go toward community outreach
projects, both internationally and locally.

Horse Therapy Program: Horseback riding ring located on
church property, providing equine therapy for children with
physical, emotional, cognitive challenges.

Dance studio: a variety of classes are offered with different
types of dance- jazz, ballet, tap dance, zumba, etc.

2PC Sports: the church has a recreation building with a fitness
room and exercise classes

Lake on property: 2.6 acre lake on church site; open during
daylight hours (except on Sundays) for families

Affordable housing: 67-unit, multi-family affordable

facilities

1) Residential Treatment Facility: 42-bed facility providing
children with a "sanctuary environment" supporting their
physical, emotional, and spiritual wellbeing

2) Equine Therapy Facility

SFCS has locations in KS, OK, TX, NE, and MS

St. Joseph's Place: "one of the region's most affordable and
secure homes for adults age 62 and better;" housing units

are behind the church

Daycare Center: aimed at serving minorities and
low-to-moderate income families; the education is meant to
prepare children to enter school system "with solid educational
foundation"

St. Paul's Commons: affordable renting community operated
by St. Paul's Episcopal Church and Trinity Center; currently
under construction; will include 30 studies and 14 one-bedroom
apartments; amenities include community kitchen, roof terrace,
and community room.

vPoint Apartments: mixed-income apartment complex with

70 affordable housing units, ranging from studios to
three-bedroom apartments
